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General Old Quarry Golf Course 

Rules & Regulations 
 

Welcome to the Old Quarry Golf Course, 
These rules and regulations are determined by the Old Quarry Golf Course and may be modified at 
the sole discretion of the Old Quarry Golf Course without prior notice. 
 
Opening times 
The opening and closing times of the facilities and premises are at the sole discretion of the Old 
Quarry Golf Course Management and will be displayed at the Old Quarry Golf Course from time to 
time. The Old Quarry Golf Course Management may make changes to the standard opening and 
closing hours and will try to provide not less than 7 days’ notice. 
The Pro-Shop is open from 6:30AM – 5:00PM. 
Golf carts must be returned no later than 6:30PM. 
 
Tee Time 
All Guests MUST reserve a tee time, either by phone (+5999 840 6886), website 
https://www.oldquarrygolfcuracao.com/  or link  https://old-quarry.teecontrol.com/book 
 
Commencement of play 
All play must commence from the 1st tee unless otherwise instructed by the Old Quarry Golf Course 
Staff.  The maximum number of players is four (4) per tee time unless authorized by the Old Quarry 
Golf Course Staff. 
 
Golf course closure 
Old Quarry may on occasions close the course for a golf tournament, large visiting parties, adverse 
weather conditions, repair and/or maintenance or for any other reason. 
 
Golf course etiquette 
Golfers should follow normal golf course etiquette by repairing pitch marks, raking bunkers and 
filling divots with sand, etc.  
A reasonable pace of play on the golf course should be maintained.  
Golfers should keep up with the group in front of them, faster golfers on the course are to be called 
through at a suitable place and time. Your round should not exceed four and a half (4,5) hours.  
Mobile phones or other electronic devices are only to be used if the golfers in the group agree to 
this use and then be used in silent mode. Be mindful that they are not to hold up the pace of play 
or interfere with another golfer’s enjoyment of the game. 
Golfers must be 16 years or older to drive a golf cart.  
Guests are to behave appropriately at all times and are not to compromise the reputation of Old 
Quarry Golf Course or other guests enjoyment of Old Quarry Golf Course, and to treat the staff with 
due respect.

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Health and Safety 
Old Quarry will endeavor to take due care to provide a safe environment for players. Players are 
expected to abide by notices, signs and information provided for their safety and the safety of 
others.  
 
Dress code 

Women Men  
Permitted: 

• Caps and visors are allowed. 
• Must wear shirts with collars, with or 

without sleeves, shirts must be tucked 
in. 

• Long trousers, shorts, skirts and 
dresses are permitted. 

• Golf shoes with soft spikes/dimples and 
flat sole sports shoes are permitted. 
Golf shoes must be worn with socks. 

Permitted: 

• Caps and visors are allowed. 
• Must wear shirts with collars and 

sleeves, shirts must be tucked in. 
• Long trousers and shorts are 

permitted. 
• Golf shoes with soft spikes/dimples 

and flat sole sports shoes are 
permitted. Golf shoes must be worn 
with socks. 

Not permitted: 

• Caps must not be worn backwards. 
• Any collarless shirts including T-shirt, football shirts, track suits or any collared shirt with 

inappropriate, offensive text and or images. 
• Blue jeans/ denim as well as trousers with holes. 
• Shorts and trousers with elastic waistband. 
• Sports shorts, beach shorts and combat shorts/pants. 
• Iron spikes, baseball/football shoes, sandals and crocks. 

 
Use of practice facilities 
Practice shots must be taken from the designated areas.  
At no time are golf balls to be retrieved from the Driving Range. 
Golfers must use the Driving Range balls provided and at no time use their own golf balls. 
Opening hours of the golf range are to be determined by Old Quarry Management. 
Practice on the golf course is NOT permitted unless under the supervision of an Old Quarry 
Professional in an on-course golf lesson. 
 
Sanction, suspension and expulsion of guests.  
Old Quarry Golf Course reserves the right to expel, suspend or sanction any Old Quarry Golf Course 
Guest at any time under the following circumstances if after fair written notice from the Old Quarry 
Golf Course Management asking the Participant to desist:  
- A guest continues to contravene any of the Old Quarry Golf Course Rules & Regulations. 
- A guest’s conduct adversely affects Old Quarry Golf Course reputation or causes financial loss.  
- A guest’s conduct adversely affects the enjoyment of Old Quarry Golf Course by other golfers. 
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OQ VIP / OQ Corporate Participants guest rules 
Old Quarry Golf Course VIP / Corporate Participants wishing to introduce guests are responsible for 
informing their guests of the rules and regulations, and for ensuring their observance.  
In particular: 
- Guests must complete and sign all appropriate forms and declarations. 
- Appropriate fees must be paid (if applicable) for guests prior to play.  
- Guests must comply with the Old Quarry Golf Course rules and regulations. 
- The OQ VIP / OQ Corporate participant introducing guests shall take full responsibility for the 
guest’s observance and compliance of the Old Quarry Golf Course Rules & Regulations. 
 
Personal belongings 
Old Quarry Golf Course disclaims any responsibility or liability for personal injuries sustained by 
individuals, injuries caused to third parties, or the loss, theft, or damage of personal property on its 
premises. This includes, but is not limited to, golf clubs, golf bags, golf accessories, cash, or 
other belongings.
